BACKGROUND

Afghanistan has made significant strides since the fall of the Taliban.
In five years, the country has drafted a new constitution and democ-
ratically elected the President, Parliament, and Provincial Councils.
Over the past year, the Government of Afghanistan has shifted its
focus to building its capacity to provide basic services throughout the
country; recruiting competent and credible professionals to public
service on the basis of merit; establishing a more effective, account-
able and transparent administration at all levels; implementing meas-
urable improvements in fighting corruption, upholding justice and the
rule of law; and promoting respect for human rights.

PROGRAM OVERVIEW

USAID’s Democracy and Governance program supports the estab-
lishment of a broadly accepted national government to promote na-
tional unity and effectively serve the needs of the Afghan people.
USAID accomplishes this by developing the capacity of key institu-
tions of democracy, including the Independent Electoral Commis-
sion, the National Assembly, the Supreme Court, the Independent
Human Rights Commission, and target ministries and institutions of
the executive branch such as the Ministries of Education, Higher
Education, Interior, Agriculture and the Civil Service Commission. In
addition, USAID funds the establishment of independent community
radio stations and provides training and small grants to Afghan civil
society organizations and journalists.

INCREASING THE COMPETENCE AND ACCESSIBILITY OF THE
FORMAL LEGAL SYSTEM

USAID’s rule of law program has three main components: building
sustainable capacity for the formal court system; helping the Ministry
of Justice collect, index and disseminate Afghan law; and educating
citizens about their legal and human rights and how the courts oper-
ate. The program supports the Supreme Court in its role of managing
the courts by providing professional training to judges and strength-
ening the institutional capacity of the courts in data collection, budg-
eting, and management. In cooperation with the Ministry of Justice,
all of Afghanistan’s laws since 1964 have been compiled and distrib-
uted in digital and print formats to the National Assembly, the Su-
preme Court and law schools. This program is also engaged in
implementing a new legal education curriculum throughout the coun-
try, and has built or substantially renovated 40 justice facilities in 18
provinces.

STRENGTHENING POLITICAL PROCESSES

A strong Independent Electoral Commission and a civil voter registry
will enable the Government of Afghanistan to carry out valid, accept-
able elections with its own resources and expertise. USAID helped
facilitate the successful Emergency and Constitutional Loya Jirgas in
2003 and 2004 by providing logistical support and assistance to the
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USAID/Afghanistan

USAID suports municif)alities and increases
employment through city works programs.
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Constitutional Commission. USAID also provided funding, training
and logistical support to the 2004 presidential elections and the 2005
National Assembly and Provincial Council elections. Ongoing pro-
jects involve training members of the National Assembly, providing
technical assistance to the National Assembly’s Budget Committee,
and training members of Provincial Councils.

INCREASING PRESENCE, ACCOUNTABILITY AND
PERFORMANCE OF THE NON-GOVERNMENTAL SECTOR
USAID promotes a strong and active civil society, with an emphasis
on women-focused organizations, by providing training and grants to
non-governmental organizations (NGOs). To date, USAID has pro-
vided over $5.7 million in small grants to over 200 NGOs. In collabo-
ration with the Government of Afghanistan, USAID helped pass the
new NGO Law which defines eligibility requirements to become clas-
sified as a non-profit organization and receive tax-exempt status.
USAID also provides support to free media through journalism train-
ing and support for the establishment and development of 36 com-
munity radio stations. These stations, which are governed by
community boards, currently reach over 60% Afghanistan’s popula-
tion. During the coming year, USAID hopes to fund up to 20 inde-
pendent radio and television stations.

STRENGTHENING INSTITUTIONS FOR GOOD GOVERNANCE
USAID, together with DFID and UNDP, is providing assistance to the
Office of the President, focused on streamlining and modernizing of-
fice functions to facilitate more effective policy support to the Presi-
dency. USAID actively works with the members and professional
staff of the Afghan National Assembly. Assistance focuses on estab-
lishing effective committee structures, facilitating specialized semi-
nars for members and staff, and developing the research
infrastructure for required information.

In addition, USAID is assisting the Government of Afghanistan at
both national and provincial levels as it defines the structures of pro-
vincial government. USAID provided facilitators and trainers to work
with Provincial Councilors in 33 of 34 Provinces for basic skills train-
ing in budgeting, strategic planning and constituency outreach. Fu-
ture Provincial Council efforts will focus on input to the provincial
development plans.

Additionally, USAID is supporting target ministries and institutions of
the Government of Afghanistan to improve its ability to provide basic
services nation-wide; recruit competent and credible public service
professionals based on merit; establish a more effective, account-
able and transparent public administration at all levels; and imple-
ment measurable improvements to fighting corruption.

On behalf of the American people, the U.S. government has provided humanitarian assistance and economic development to those in
