· PACT – Northern Bahr el Ghazal, Abyei, Kauda – 64 new boreholes, 2 town water systems, 2 town market sanitation projects.

· SC-US – South Kordofan and Abyei – 12 new boreholes in Abu Gibeha; repairs to 75 existing boreholes;1 water yard rehabilitated in Abyei; 10 pump mechanics trained and given tool kits; 128 household latrines; WASH training.

· ACTED – Western Bahr el Ghazal – 8 new boreholes, 7 shallow wells,17 latrine blocks and 42 hand-washing facilities at schools in Wau and Raja; 1 overhead tank system in Wau; hygiene training through student clubs at 34 schools.

· CONCERN – South Kordofan  – 4 new water yards (Kwaikaya, Al Fuda, Shatain, Al Shorab); 1 new hafir; 4 blocks of latrines at schools; 40 household latrines; WASH training.

· IOM – Northern Bahr el Ghazal  – hand-dug wells and WASH training.
