She oversees a staff of approximately 8,000, of 
whom more than 75 percent of are working overseas in 
USAID field offices.

Prior to this appointment, Fore served as the Undersec-
retary for Management in the U.S. Department of State 
from August 2005 to November 2007, and as the Direc-
tor of the U.S. Mint in the U.S. Department of Treasury 
from August 2001 to August 2005. In addition, she 
served as a Presidential appointee at USAID from 1989 
to1993, first as Assistant Administrator for Private Enter-
prise and then Assistant Administrator for Asia. During 
this period, she founded and served as the first Chair-
man of the United States Asia Environmental Partner-
ship, a coalition of business, government and community 
organizations in the United States and 31 Asian nations. 
Fore was also a founder of the Financial Services Volun-
teer Corps.
