USAID Trains 21 District Health Managers from Sindh

Islamabad, July 22, 2008-- Twenty-one health and population managers from Sindh graduated today from the United States Agency for International Development (USAID) leadership workshop for providing client-centered reproductive health services. 

“Infant and child deaths can be reduced if births are spaced three to five years apart,” said Susan Thollaug, USAID/Pakistan’s new Health Office Chief. “Graduates of this training are now positioned to become the leading voices for the implementation of life-saving programs for mothers and babies in their home districts.”

The eight-day workshop, which was part of USAID’s five-year, $60 million Family Advancement for Life and Health (FALAH) program, trained health managers to improve and expand  health and family planning services that meet their citizens’ needs.  

FALAH, which increases the availability of high-quality reproductive health care, operates in 20 districts in Pakistan.

Since 2002, the U.S. Government has provided more than $2 billion to Pakistan to improve economic growth, education, health, and governance, and to reconstruct areas affected by the October 2005 earthquake.
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
